29 But if from thence thou shalt seek the LORD thy God, thou shalt find him, if thou seek him with all thy heart and with all thy soul.

1.  So many people need God today; yet, so few seek the Lord!
2.  Everybody has a problem, and that’s why everybody ought to go get God!
3.  Here is why He is the God to be sought.
     A.  He is a Powerful God
I Chronicles 29:10-11  10 Wherefore David blessed the LORD before all the congregation: and David said, Blessed be thou, LORD God of Israel our father, for ever and ever.
11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all.
**Go get God, because He is powerful!
     B.  He is a Promising God
**Our text says that if you seek him with all your heart and soul, you shall find Him!  That is a promise you can count on!  
     C.  He is a Providing God
Philippians 4:19  19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
          ** He is Agreeable to Provide!
          ** He is Able to Provide!
     D.  He is a Personal God
           ** He is so personal that He is Dear!
           ** He is so personal that He is Devoted!
**The most powerful, promising, providing, and personal God that will ever be will answer your prayers if you will only go get God!

**Folks used to go get God, but no one does that much anymore!

**No wonder we are in such a mess in these last days!

**Oh how I wish somebody would go get God!

When are you going to go get God?

Let me give you some reasons to Go Get God!



















Body – Go Get God
I.  When You Are Burdened, Go Get God!
II Kings 19:14-    14 And Hezekiah received the letter of the hand of the messengers, and read it: and Hezekiah went up into the house of the LORD, and spread it before the LORD.
15 And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD, and said, O LORD God of Israel, which dwellest between the cherubims, thou art the God, even thou alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth; thou hast made heaven and earth.
16 LORD, bow down thine ear, and hear: open, LORD, thine eyes, and see: and hear the words of Sennacherib, which hath sent him to reproach the living God.
17 Of a truth, LORD, the kings of Assyria have destroyed the nations and their lands,
18 And have cast their gods into the fire: for they were no gods, but the work of men's hands, wood and stone: therefore they have destroyed them.
19 Now therefore, O LORD our God, I beseech thee, save thou us out of his hand, that all the kingdoms of the earth may know that thou art the LORD God, even thou only.
**Hezekiah was heavy burdened before the Lord, so he went and got God!
      A.  Hezekiah Asked for God’s Ear
II Kings 19:16  LORD, bow down thine ear, and hear:
            1.  God’s Ear Hears Prayers
II Kings 19:15  And Hezekiah prayed before the LORD
            2.  God’s Ear Hears Praise
II Kings 19:15  thou art the God, even thou alone,
            3.  God’s Ear Hears Problems
**Hezekiah had a problem only God could change.


      B.  Hezekiah Asked for God’s Eyes
II Kings 19:16  open, LORD, thine eyes, and see:
**Hezekiah faced a Problem, a Predator, a Predicament, and Pressure, and the first thing he did was go get God and ask God just to take a look at it!
**It sure would do you good if you would just ask God to take a look at your problems, your predicament, and your pressures!
      C.  Hezekiah Asked for God’s Expertise
II Kings 19:19  Now therefore, O LORD our God, I beseech thee, save thou us out of his hand,
            1.  God is Able to Provide
            2.  God is Able to Protect
            3.  God is Able to Pounce 
                  a.  He can Hit the Enemy!
                  b.  He can Hurt the Enemy!
                  c.  He can Halt the Enemy!

**Are you burdened today?  Then Go Get God!














II.  When You Are Barren, Go Get God!
I Samuel 1:9-11  9 So Hannah rose up after they had eaten in Shiloh, and after they had drunk. Now Eli the priest sat upon a seat by a post of the temple of the LORD.
10 And she was in bitterness of soul, and prayed unto the LORD, and wept sore.
11 And she vowed a vow, and said, O LORD of hosts, if thou wilt indeed look on the affliction of thine handmaid, and remember me, and not forget thine handmaid, but wilt give unto thine handmaid a man child, then I will give him unto the LORD all the days of his life, and there shall no razor come upon his head.
         A.  Hannah Prayed When She Was Barren
**Barren means empty.
               1.  She was Helpless
               2.  She was Hopeless
**Go Get God when you are Helpless and Hopeless!
         B.  Hannah Prayed When She Was Bitter
I Samuel 9:10 10 And she was in bitterness of soul, and prayed unto the LORD, and wept sore.
                1.  Bitterness made her Heartbroken
                2.  Bitterness made her Hurt
**Hannah is a perfect example of where you need to go when you get bitterly heartbroken and bitterly hurt – Go Get God!
          C.  Hannah Prayed When She Was Bewildered
**Bewildered means confused.
                1.  She ask to be Remembered
I Samuel 9:11 look on the affliction of thine handmaid, and remember me
                2.  She asked to be Rewarded
I Samuel 9:11 but wilt give unto thine handmaid a man child
        D.  Hannah Prayed When She Was Blessed
              1.  She prayed a prayer of Recognition
I Samuel 1:27  27 For this child I prayed; and the LORD hath given me my petition which I asked of him:
              2.  She prayed a prayer of Rejoicing
I Samuel 2:1  1 And Hannah prayed, and said, My heart rejoiceth in the LORD,

**Do you feel empty and barren today?  Go Get God!
























III.  When You Are Broken, Go Get God!
In Mark 5
        A.  One is Broken because of His Daughter
Mark 5:22-23, 35-36   22 And, behold, there cometh one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name; and when he saw him, he fell at his feet,
23 And besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: I pray thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.
35 While he yet spake, there came from the ruler of the synagogue's house certain which said, Thy daughter is dead: why troublest thou the Master any further?
36 As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, he saith unto the ruler of the synagogue, Be not afraid, only believe.
               1.  Go Get God Despite The Circumstances!
                    a.  Praise despite the Circumstances
Mark 5:22  and when he saw him, he fell at his feet,
                    b.  Pray despite the Circumstances
Mark 5:22  23 And besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: I pray thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.
                    c.  Presuppose despite the Circumstances
**Presuppose simply means believe!
**After Jairus and Jesus heard that the daughter had died, Jesus said, “ Be not afraid, only believe.”
               2.  Go Get God Despite The Cynics
**In verse 40 Jesus said, “the damsel is not dead, but sleepeth.”  And in verse 41, “they laughed him to scorn”
**Don’t listen to Sinners, and don’t listen to Satan, just Go Get God!

           B.  One is Broken because of Her Disorder
Mark 5:25, 27-29    25 And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years,
27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment.
28 For she said, If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole.
29 And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that plague.
               1.  Go Get God despite the Sickness
               2.  Go Get God despite the Suffering
**Verse 26 said, she “had suffered many things” 
               3.  Go Get God despite the Society
                    a.  Society will Push you away from God
                    b.  Society will Pull you away from God
**Don’t let nobody keep you from reaching out and getting a hold of God!

**Do you feel broken?  Then Go Get God!
