WHAT WILL YOU DO WITH GOD?
Deuteronomy 30:9-20
9 And the LORD thy God will make thee plenteous in every work of thine hand, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy land, for good: for the LORD will again rejoice over thee for good, as he rejoiced over thy fathers:
10 If thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to keep his commandments and his statutes which are written in this book of the law, and if thou turn unto the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul.
11 For this commandment which I command thee this day, it is not hidden from thee, neither is it far off.
12 It is not in heaven, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go up for us to heaven, and bring it unto us, that we may hear it, and do it?
13 Neither is it beyond the sea, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go over the sea for us, and bring it unto us, that we may hear it, and do it?
14 But the word is very nigh unto thee, in thy mouth, and in thy heart, that thou mayest do it.

**So What Will You Do With God?

**I want to ask you three simple questions in this message.


BODY – WHAT WILL YOU DO WITH GOD?
I.  WILL YOU ADORE GOD?
Revelation 4:11  Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created.
      A.  We Adore Him By Admiration.
**We admire His Labor.
Genesis 1:1  In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
**Everyone of us have an opportunity, an option, and an opening to choose to admire God’s labor or not.  What will you do?
      B. We Adore Him By Acclamation.
**We acclaim His Lordship.
Exodus 15:11 Who is like unto thee, O LORD, among the gods? who is like thee, glorious in holiness, fearful in praises, doing wonders?
**Will you adore Him today with your Belief and your Boldness and your Bravery and say, “HE IS LORD!”?
      C. We Adore Him By Acknowledgements.
**We acknowledge His Leadership.
Proverbs 3:6  In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.
**When you adore and acknowledge Him for His leadership, your Road will be right, your Race will be right, and your Results will be right!
     D. We Adore Him By Applauding.
**We applaud His Life.
Psalms 47:1  O clap your hands, all ye people; shout unto God with the voice of triumph.
**  Applaud His life BEFORE His death and applaud His life BEYOND His death!  

II.  WILL YOU ACCESS GOD?
James 4:8  Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.
      A.  ACCESS TO GOD IS ALLOWED.
**Access is allowed when we get acquainted with Him.
Job 22:21 Acquaint now thyself with him, and be at peace: thereby good shall come unto thee.
**When you get acquainted with God, you can have access to Serenity and Satisfaction!
      B.  ACCESS TO GOD IS ACQUIRED.
**Access is acquired when we know His ways.
Isaiah 58:2  Yet they seek me daily, and delight to know my ways, as a nation that did righteousness, and forsook not the ordinance of their God: they ask of me the ordinances of justice; they take delight in approaching to God.
**What a joy it is to know God and His ways in such a way that it is easy to approach Him and access Him!
      C.  ACCESS TO GOD IS ATTACHED.
**Access is attached when we get His attention.
Matthew 6:9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.
**In other words, your access to God is attached to you getting God’s attention by acknowledging who He is!
      D. ACCESS TO GOD IS ACCOMPLISHED.
**Access is accomplished by His death.
Mark 15:38  And the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom.
**Thank God that His death accomplished renting the veil so that we may have access to Him!


       E. ACCESS TO GOD IS AFFIRMED.
**Access is affirmed by grace through faith.
Romans 5:2   By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.
**Will you access God today through faith?  There is no other way to gain access to Him!
      F. ACCESS TO GOD IS ARBITRATED.
**Access is arbitrated through Christ by the Spirit.
Ephesians 2:18   For through him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father.
**In other words, we talk to Jesus, and God the Son and God the Holy Spirit takes our petitions and prayers to God the Sovereign!
       G. ACCESS TO GOD IS ASSURED.
**Access is assured by His Word.
James 4:8  Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you.

**So What will you do with God today?  Will you adore Him?   Will you access Him?













III.  WILL YOU ACCEPT GOD?
John 1:12-13   12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:   13 Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.
         A.  WILL YOU ACCEPT HIS SERMON?
I Corinthians 1:21  21 For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.
**The first step to accepting God is accepting His Gospel!
        B.  WILL YOU ACCEPT HIS SPIRIT?
Matthew 12:31-32  31 Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.    32 And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.
**Blasphemy is disrespecting the Holy Spirit by speaking against the clear voice of the Holy Spirit within your heart!
**Do not reject the Holy Spirit, but instead accept the Holy Spirit!
        C.  WILL YOU ACCEPT HIS SON?
Romans 10:9  9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
         D.  WILL YOU ACCEPT HIS SOLICITATION?
Revelation 3:19-20  19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.   20 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

CLOSE
Deuteronomy 30:11-14     11 For this commandment which I command thee this day, it is not hidden from thee, neither is it far off.     12 It is not in heaven, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go up for us to heaven, and bring it unto us, that we may hear it, and do it?     13 Neither is it beyond the sea, that thou shouldest say, Who shall go over the sea for us, and bring it unto us, that we may hear it, and do it?    14 But the word is very nigh unto thee, in thy mouth, and in thy heart, that thou mayest do it.

1.  The Word of God and the message today is very clear!
2.   The choice to Adore God, to Access God, and to Accept God is not somewhere in Heaven or out in the sea somewhere!   NOT AT ALL – The choice is right here and right now and right in the center of your heart and begging you to answer this question:  WHAT WILL YOU DO WITH GOD?!!
3.  Will you Adore Him?   Will you Access Him?   Will you Accept Him? 

It’s real and it’s right now!  WHAT WILL YOU DO WITH GOD?
