11 Come, ye children, hearken unto me: I will teach you the fear of the LORD.
12 What man is he that desireth life, and loveth many days, that he may see good?
13 Keep thy tongue from evil, and thy lips from speaking guile.
14 Depart from evil, and do good; seek peace, and pursue it.
15 The eyes of the LORD are upon the righteous, and his ears are open unto their cry.
16 The face of the LORD is against them that do evil, to cut off the remembrance of them from the earth.
17 The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and delivereth them out of all their troubles.
18 The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit.
19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous: but the LORD delivereth him out of them all.
INTRO:
God’s Eyes are on You!  He’s watching your every move!
1.  God’s Eyes are on the Righteous
Psalms 34:15  15 The eyes of the LORD are upon the righteous, and his ears are open unto their cry.
2.  God’s Eyes are on the Restless
Psalms 33:18  18 Behold, the eye of the LORD is upon them that fear him,  
**Does anybody remember when you were lost and you could not sleep because you feared standing before the Lord unsaved and unjust?   God’s eyes were on you!
3.  God’s Eyes are on the Repentant 
Psalms 3:18  18 The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; 
4.  God’s Eyes are on the Remorseful
Psalms 34:18b  18  . . . and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit.  (Contrite means remorseful.)

**In Genesis 16, the angel of the Lord came and spoke to Hagar, and the Bible said in verse 13, 13 And she called the name of the LORD that spake unto her, Thou God seest me: 

**In Zechariah, chapter 2, the Lord refers to Jerusalem (God’s people) as the apple of his eye.  In Psalms 17:8 the psalmist said, 8 Keep me as the apple of the eye, hide me under the shadow of thy wings,

**I’ve come to tell you that the Bible makes a strong case that God Has His Eyes On You!

A.  His eyes watching us is an Absolute!

B.  His eyes watching us is an Awareness!
(He’s aware of the good and the bad – the happy and the sad!)

C.  His eyes watching us is an Affection
(If He did not care about us and love us, He would not watch us and watch after us!)

**I know beyond all doubt that God Has His Eyes On Me, and God Has His Eyes On You!




BODY – GOD HAS HIS EYES ON YOU
I.  God Sees You and Me and Offers His Promises
II Peter 1:4  4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature,
     A.  Thank God for the Possession of His Promises
            1.  His Promises are Valuable Promises!
            2.  His Promises are Victorious Promises!
     B.  Thank God for the Perfection of His Promises
**In His Perfect Promises . . .
           1.  We find Reliability!
     a.  His promises are so reliable you can Depend on them!
     b.  His promises are so reliable you can Dangle on them!
           2.  We find Reassurance!
**There’s no weariness nor worry when it comes to God’s promises!
           3.  We find Rest!
    C.  Thank God for the Product of His Promises
**Empty promises produces no results which disappoints us and distresses us.
**Many kids and adults have suffered from disappointments and distress due to those who made empty promises! 
** However, God does not make empty promises!  His promises produce a results!
          1.  His promises Eliminates Doubt!
          2.  His Promises Erases Discouragement!
          3.  His Promises Encourages Dependency!

**I’m glad God keeps His eyes on you and me and cares enough to offer us His promises!


II.  God Sees You and Me and Offers His Power
Ephesians 1:19-21  19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power,   20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places,    21 Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:    22 And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the church,    23 Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.
     A.  He Sends Power that Strengthens Us!
          1.  His power is in the Scripture and it strengthens us!
          2.  His power is in the Songs and it strengthens us!
          3.  His power is in the Sermon and it strengthens us!
     B.  He Sends Power that Supports Us!
          1.  His power supports us when we are in Troubles.
          2.  His power supports us when we are in Trials.
          3.  His power supports us when we are in Tears.
     C.  He Sends Power that Secures Us!
          1.  His power keeps us Safe!
          2.  His power keeps us Strong!
          3.  His power keeps us Successful!
**By His power alone we can be successful in Worship, in Warfare, and in Winning!
SONG:  We’ve got the power in the name of Jesus.  We’ve got the power in the name of the Lord!  Though Satan rages, we cannot be defeated.  We’ve got the power in the name of the Lord.
**I’m glad God keeps His eyes on you and me and cares enough to offer us His power!

III.  God Sees You and Me and Offers His Presence
Genesis 28:15  15 And, behold, I am with thee, and will keep thee in all places whither thou goest, and will bring thee again into this land; for I will not leave thee . . .
**Since God’s eyes are on us, He knows where we are so that we may get in His presence!
**So where can we find the presence of the Lord?
      A.  In God’s Perfect House is God’s Presence.
**God’s presence is in the Savior!
Matthew 3:16  16 And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him:
**God’s Presence, God’s Power, and God’s Promises are in Jesus the Savior!
     B.  In God’s Prayer House is God’s Presence
**God’s presence is in the Sanctuary!
Matthew 21:13  13 And said unto them, It is written, My house shall be called the house of prayer;
          1.  His presence in the Sanctuary makes it Authenic!
**No church is a Real church or a Rejoicing church until God’s presence gets in the church!
          2.  His presence in the Sanctuary makes it Alive!
**A church without God’s presence is a dead church!
          3.  His presence in the Sanctuary makes it Active!
**Active in our Worship, in our Work, in our Witness!
     C.  In God’s Personal House is God’s Presence
**God’s presence is in the Saved!
           1.  This personal house God dwells in is Private!
           2.  This personal house God dwells in is Preferred!
**God’s eyes are on you and He prefers to dwell in your heart privately – a place where He has a one on one relationship with you!
**I’m glad God keeps His eyes on you and me and cares enough to offer us His presence!

CLOSE
Illustration:  One preacher said it this way, “I'm thankful for God's promises, and I know they all are true. Still, what encourages me daily even more than his promises is his presence. Tomorrow holds his promises, but right now I have his presence.”  

**Thank God that His eyes are on you and me and He loves us enough to send us His Promises, His Power, and His Presence in these last days!

**Do you ever get that feeling that somebody is watching you?  Well, it’s true. God is watching you right now!

**If you are saved, you can come to this altar and rely on His promises, His power, and His presence.
Psalms 34:17  17 The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and delivereth them out of all their troubles.

**If you are sinful, He has promised to save you.  He has power to save you, and He is present to save you!

**His eyes are on you today.  What will you do?  Will you respond?  Will you come and pray to God today?
